ACT I

SCENE 1 –Dinner At Leah’s

John 20:29 – “Jesus said because you have seen Me, you have believed. Blessed are those who have not seen but still believe.”

(Leah setting up the table, and a knock on the door)

LEAH: Come in!

(Merab enters)

LEAH: Merab it’s so good to see you! 

MERAB: Leah it’s so good to see you too!

(They embrace)

LEAH: You look well.

MERAB: You too…for your age.

LEAH: Well thanks I guess.

MERAB: How’s business at the Inn going?

LEAH: As you can see it’s kind of slow right now…it’s the off-season.

(Merab nods her head as Josiah comes barging in.)

JOSIAH: Hey Leah, hey Merab.  What’s for dinner?

(Josiah sits down and puts his feet up on the dinner table.)

LEAH AND MERAB: Good to see you too Josiah.

JOSIAH: You’ve really kept this place up Leah.  I would’ve abandoned it a long time ago.

LEAH: Well our father built this business from the ground up and it’s not going to close down as long as I’m here.

(Amram enters)

AMRAM: The party has arrived! (Dances in)
JOSIAH: What up bro?

LEAH: Amram! Look at you! You’ve gotten so big!

MERAB: Look at him Leah! He’s so handsome, our little Amram! 

LEAH: Come sit down!

MERAB: Josiah get your feet off the table!

JOSIAH: Ugh…lay off Merab.

(Everyone sitting at the table)

AMRAM: Man, this place brings back a lot of memories.

JOSIAH: I know! Remember when I put that frog in one of the guest beds!

AMRAM: Yea she was running around the building for a half an hour.

LEAH: Remember when King Herod’s daughter stayed in our Inn? And she gave me this little necklace. I still have it.

JOSIAH: Wow, big deal (sarcastic).

MERAB: Remember when Caesar Augustus called for the census? There were so many people in this town.

AMRAM: Yea. We had like 50 guests staying in our four-bedroom house, and there were still people looking for a room.

JOSIAH: Yea, we had to sleep on the roof!

LEAH: And remember the couple that had the baby in our stable?

MERAB: Oh yea! That was a crazy night!

JOSIAH: I forgot about that.

AMRAM: I don’t remember them. Who were they? Can you tell me the story?

LEAH: Well I kept it all in my diary….It’s right here, I think.  Ah! Here it is.  (Begins to read.)  There was a decree from Caesar Augustus that the entire world should be taxed and everyone went to the city where they were born to register.  I guess Bethlehem had a baby boom because this place is packed!  There’s a rumor going around that it is time for the Messiah to come and save Israel from the oppression of Roman tyranny...

SCENE 2 – Jesus Is Born

Song: Oh Come Oh Come Emmanuel
(People shouting)

PERSON 1: Fresh fish! We catch them you buy them!

PERSON 2: I need a room!

PERSON 3: We serve matzo balls!

AKBAR: We only have one room left.

PERSON 2: We’ll take it!

PERSON 5: No vacancy!

PERON 6: We need a room too!

PERSON 7: Us too!

AKBAR: There’s no more room!

(Mary and Joseph walk up)

JOSEPH: Sir, we need a room. My wife is going to have a baby.

AKBAR: NO! No more rooms! 

JOSEPH: Sir please. We’ve tried every Inn.

AKBAR: My kids are sleeping on the roof! There’s no more room here! Go away!

(Mary and Joseph think about what to do.)

YOUNG AMRAM: What cha doing?

YOUNG JOSIAH: You’re pretty, but you’re kind of fat.

YOUNG LEAH: Josiah! That’s not nice! Apologize.

YOUNG JOSIAH: Sorry.

YOUNG MERAB: Good day to you sir and madam. This is my sister Leah, my little brother Amram and my disgusting snot face brother, Josiah.

YOUNG JOSIAH: Hey!

YOUNG LEAH: Merab!

YOUNG MERAB: What?

JOSEPH: Hi, I’m Joseph. This is my wife Mary.

MARY: Maybe you guys can help us…we’re looking for a room.

YOUNG LEAH: Oh I’m sorry, we don’t have any rooms left in my father’s Inn. 

YOUNG JOSIAH: Yea, they’re making us sleep on the roof!

YOUNG AMRAM: Yay! The roof! Party!

JOSEPH: You don’t know of anywhere else we can stay? My wife is about to have a baby.

YOUNG JOSIAH: Oh so that’s why you’re so fat!

YOUNG MERAB: There is the stable where we keep all the horses and donkeys.

YOUNG LEAH: Yea! Let me ask my dad! Daddy! Daddy! Can these people stay in our stable?

AKBAR: No! That’s for the donkeys.

YOUNG LEAH: But Daddy this lady is going to have a baby right in the street! 

YOUNG JOSIAH: Ewww gross!  We can’t let that happen.

AKBAR: You’re right…that’s bad for business.

ALL KIDS: Pleeeeeeeaaaaaassssssseeee!

AKBAR: Alright! Alright! Show them the way!

YOUNG AMRAM: Follow me! I’ll take you there.

LEAH (reading): That night, Mary gave birth to a son. His name was Jesus.  But there was something special about this baby and some interesting people came to visit him.

JOSIAH: Yea a bunch of stinky shepards!

MERAB: Well you don’t smell much better!

JOSIAH: (Smells himself) Be quiet! Just tell the story Leah.

LEAH: Anyways, back to the shepards.  They came to see the baby, claiming they’d seen angels announcing the birth of a newborn King.

(Curtains open to stable with shepards and Mary and Joseph and the baby; Shepards walk in)

SHEPARD 1: Has anyone seen a baby wrapped in swaddling clothes and lying in a manger?

YOUNG MERAB: That depends whose asking.

YOUNG AMRAM: Yea!

SHEPARD 1: Well an angel of the Lord appeared to us and said “Fear not! For behold I bring you good tidings of great joy which shall be to all people for unto you is born this day in the city of David a savior which is Christ the Lord! And this shall be a sign unto you, you shall find the baby wrapped in swaddling clothes lying in a manger.” So we’re looking for a baby wrapped in swaddling clothes lying in a manger.

YOUNG AMRAM: We’ve got one of those. 

YOUNG JOSIAH: You can come in, but don’t touch anything!

“Unto us a child is born, unto us a son is given and the government shall be on his shoulders, and he will be called wonderful counselor, mighty God, everlasting Father, Prince of Peace.”

(Shepards come in and everyone sings Silent Night; Curtains close; Josiah dabs a tear)

MERAB: Josiah are you crying?! 

JOSIAH: No, no…I just got some horseradish in my eye.

MERAB: Yea right, you were crying! 

AMRAM: I’m balling like a baby! It’s so beautiful!

JOSIAH: Just get back to story. 

SCENE 3 – Wisemen Visit

MERAB: Didn’t someone else come visit the baby?

JOSIAH: Yea those rich geeky dudes.

LEAH: Oh yes, the wise men.  That was after the census was over and Mary and Joseph were renting a room in our Inn.  They showed up one day claiming a star led them to baby Jesus.

(Wisemen knocking, Leah answers)

YOUNG LEAH: Welcome to Akbar’s Inn!

WISEMEN: We have come searching for him who was born King of the Jews. We have seen his star in the east and have come to worship him. 

YOUNG LEAH: Oh you mean Jesus?

WISEMEN: Sure.

YOUNG LEAH: Well come in. Mary! Joseph! You have company.

WISEMEN: We bring gifts: gold, frankincense, and myrrh.

(Wisemen bow down)

JOSEPH: Thank you very much. You’re so kind.

LEAH: The Wisemen stayed for about an hour worshipping the baby and talking to Mary and Joseph. We just stood in the back room wondering why all this fuss was being made over a little baby. Who was he? He must be destined for great things!

MARY: Well it’s getting late and I need to put the baby to sleep. Thank you for coming. God bless you.

WISEMEN: God bless you and keep you.

(Wisemen exit)

AKBAR: Children get to bed!  To the roof!  (Turns to the crowd) You’ll never guess how much more money I make now that I kicked the children on to the roof. We have two more rooms to rent. Now I can get that sign I always wanted, “Akbar’s Inn.”  I can see it now…

YOUNG LEAH: Let’s go. Good night Mary, Good night Joseph, Good night baby Jesus. 

(Good night all)

SCENE 4 – Angel Visits Mary And Joseph

LEAH: (Reading) King Herod heard about the wisemen finding baby Jesus, the supposed King of the Jews.  He felt that his power was threatened by this newborn King so he made a decree for his soldiers to kill all babies under the age of two in the town of Bethlehem.  But God must’ve been watching over Jesus, because when we went to warn Joseph and Mary, they had already left.

YOUNG MERAB: Mary! Joseph! Wake up! King Herod just made a decree to kill all baby boys under two years old.  

YOUNG LEAH: You have to get baby Jesus out of here.

YOUNG JOSIAH: Where did they go?

YOUNG AMRAM: They’re gone!

AKBAR: Did they leave the rent money?

(Josiah picks up a little moneybag on the floor to give to Akbar)

YOUNG LEAH: Oh Lord please keep them safe.

(Curtain closes)

LEAH: That night was terrible. They killed all the babies in our town. The cries that went out…

MERAB: Stop! Stop! I don’t want to hear anymore.

AMRAM:  I wonder whatever happened to Jesus….

MERAB: Yea, I wonder. 

JOSIAH: Rumor has it he became some famous preacher in Galilee. 

LEAH: I heard some of the travelers say he’s been doing miracles like healing the sick and raising the dead.

JOSIAH: Yea but its just rumors. 

MERAB: Well how do you know?

LEAH: Why don’t we go look for him? If he’s truly the king of the Jews, we should be able find him.

AMRAM: Yes! Road trip!

MERAB: Let’s go!

JOSIAH: Do I have to?

MERAB: Yes! Let’s go!

Romans 11:26-27 – “The deliverer will come out of Zion, and he will turn away ungodliness from Jacob for this is my covenant with them when I take away their sins.”

Song: My Deliverer 
ACT II

SCENE 1 – Healing Of The Blind And Deaf Mute 

LEAH: Ok guys, rumor has it that Jesus is this great preacher that does miracles and is blessed by God.  Let’s find him so we can see for ourselves.

AMRAM: Where are we going to find him?

LEAH: I guess let’s start in Galilee. People who come to the Inn always say he’s in Galilee.

JOSIAH: How are we going to know it’s him?

LEAH: I think we’ll know it’s him when we see him. 

MERAB: Ok well let’s get going.

(Blind man and Deaf mute come on to scene from different directions)

BLIND MAN: Praise God! I have seen his glory! I’ve been healed!

DEAF MUTE: I was healed too! Hallelujah! With my mouth I will praise him! Bless his Holy name!

MERAB: What happened here? Who healed you?

DEAF MUTE: Jesus of Nazareth!

AMRAM: How’d he heal you?

DEAF MUTE:  He put his fingers into my ears. Then he spit and touched my tongue.  He looked up to heaven and with a deep sigh said, "Be opened!"  And my ears were opened so I could hear, my tongue was loosened so I could speak.  He has done all things well!

BLIND MAN: Praise God!

JOSIAH: Now the miracle will be to get you to stop talking!

MERAB: Josiah! That’s so rude.  The guy hasn’t been able to talk all his life. Let him say what he wants.

AMRAM: What about you? (To the Blind man)

BLIND MAN: I was blind all my life.  Jesus came to me and put clay in my eyes and told me to wash in the pool of Siloam.  When I washed my eyes, I could see.  Jesus came to me and said, ‘Do you believe in the son of God?’ and I said, ‘Lord, who is he that I can believe in him?’ And he said to me, “you have both seen him and it is he who is talking with you.”  And I believe he is the Son of God.

JOSIAH: Well, where is he now?

DEAF MUTE: He went to some Pharisee guy’s house to heal his daughter. 

AMRAM: What’s his name?

BLIND MAN: I think his name is Jairus.

JOSIAH: Ok, thanks. Bye. Come on guys.

(Leah, Josiah, Merab, and Amram run off stage; Blind man, Deaf mute and Lame man start walking down the aisle)

BLIND MAN: What do you want to do now?

DEAF MUTE: I don’t know, what do you want to do now?

BLIND MAN: Don’t start that again!

DEAF MUTE: No but really, what do you want to do now?

Matthew 11:5-6 – “The blind see and the lame walk, the lepers are cleansed and the deaf hear, the dead are raised up and the poor have the gospel preached to them, and blessed is he who is not offended because of me.”

SCENE 2 – Jairus’s Daughter

(Leah, Josiah, Merab and Amram are walking together in a group)

AMRAM: Does anyone know where these people live?

JOSIAH: No.

MERAB: You should’ve asked for directions.

JOSIAH: You were standing right there too, why didn’t you get directions?

MERAB: You’re the man! 

JOSIAH: I’m sick and tired of your nagging!

MERAB: Well, if you would just…

LEAH: Alright guys, that’s enough.  Stop you’re fighting! You stand over here and you stand over there!  We can work this out together.

(Josiah and Merab make faces at each other)

BLOOD WOMAN: Is everything ok?

AMRAM: Actually, we do.  Do you know where Jairus lives?  We’re looking for Jesus and we were told he’s at his house.

BLOOD WOMAN: Jesus!  He healed me!

AMRAM: You too!  This guy gets around!

MERAB: What was wrong with you?

BLOOD WOMAN: I had an issue of blood for 12 years and no one could heal me.  I just touched the hem of Jesus’s garment and I was healed.  He told me to return home and tell everyone the good things God has done for me.

JOSIAH: And you’re sure he’s at Jairus’s house?

BLOOD WOMAN: That’s where he was going when he left me. I could take you there if you want?

LEAH: Great!  Let’s go.

(Curtains open)

BLOOD WOMAN: Here it is. I got to go. See you guys later.

MERAB: Thank you for your help!

(The four knock and Jairus opens the door)

JAIRUS’S DAUGHTER: May I help you?

JOSIAH: Is this Jairus’s house?

JAIRUS’S DAUGHTER: Yes it is. I’m his daughter. Can I help you?

AMRAM: I thought you were sick. Well, that’s what the former deaf-mute told us.

JAIRUS’S DAUGHTER: Actually I was dead, but Jesus brought me back to life. 

AMRAM: What?!

MERAB: Young lady, we don’t appreciate these lies you’re propagating. Let us speak to your parents this instant.

JAIRUS’S DAUGHTER: If can you want to, but they’re just going to say the same thing I did. Mommy! Daddy! There are some people here to talk to you!

JAIRUS: Look, we’ve already spoken to enough reporters. It’s all true. Jesus did raise our daughter from the dead. It’s a miracle. I believe he is the Messiah!

LEAH: We’re not reporters. We’re here to see Jesus. Rumor has it he’s here.  Is he in your house?

JAIRUS’S WIFE: I’m sorry, but he just left.

JOSIAH: That figures.

JAIRUS’S DAUGHTER: I can take you to him! My friends are going to see Jesus right now.

JOSIAH: Man I’m sick of this! We’re never going to find this Jesus! These people are all cracked pots. I’m going home. I don’t want to waste any more time on this wild-goose chase. 

LEAH: But we’re so close! Just come with us.

JOSIAH: I don’t even care if we find this guy. I have a wife and kids to provide for. I have to go to work. It was fun at first, but I’m over it. See you guys later. Hope you find him.

(Josiah exits)

MERAB: Can you believe Josiah? What a loser.

LEAH: Well, I still want to find him. You guys with me? 

AMRAM AND MERAB: Yea!

LEAH: (To Jairus’s daughter) Can you show us the way?

JAIRUS’S DAUTHER: Sure. Follow me. 

JAIRUS’S WIFE: See you later honey!

JAIRUS: Be home before dark.

Matthew 18:3-4 – “3And he said: ‘I tell you the truth, unless you change and become like little children, you will never enter the kingdom of heaven. 4Therefore, whoever humbles himself like this child is the greatest in the kingdom of heaven.’”

SCENE 3 – The Little Children

Song: Jesus Loves The Little Children

JAIRUS’S DAUGHER:  Hey guys!

KIDS: Hi!

JAIRUS’S DAUGHTER: These people are looking for Jesus.  Have you gone to see him yet?

KID 1: Our mothers took us on a trip to see Jesus, but his disciples didn’t want to let us talk to him.

KID 2: But Jesus said, “Let the little children come to me, and do not hinder them, for the kingdom of God belongs to such as these. I tell you the truth, anyone who will not receive the kingdom of God like a little child will never enter it.”

KID 3: And he picked each of up in his arms, put his hands on us and blessed us. 

KID 4: Jesus loves us!

KID 5: And he loves you too!

AMRAM: You kids are cute. Is Jesus here with you now?

KID 6: No. He left.

MERAB: Where did he go?

KID 6: That way I think. Good luck finding him.

MOM 1: Kids! Time for lunch! I made falafel!

KIDS: Yay!!!

(Kids run down the middle aisle singing, “Jesus Loves The Little Children”)
SCENE 4 – Feeding The Five Thousand

AMRAM: Speaking of falafel, when are we going to eat? I’m hungry!

LEAH: Look! There’s a crowd coming this way! Maybe one of them has seen Jesus.

MERAB: (Turns to a member of the crowd) Excuse me.  Have you seen a man named Jesus of Nazareth?

CROWD MEMBER1: Yea he just made all this food for us!

AMRAM: Food! Gimme some! Mmm. This bread is good! Is he a baker?

CROWD MEMBER1: No, this little boy gave it to him.

(Pushes little boy forward)

MERAB: You had all this food to feed all these people?

LITTLE BOY:  No, I only had five loaves of bread and two small fish. Jesus said to me ‘Bring me your food, and he directed the people to sit down on the grass. Taking the five loaves and the two fish and looking up to heaven, he gave thanks and broke the loaves. Then he gave them to the disciples, and the disciples gave them to these 5,000 people.  

CROWD MEMBER2: We ate as much as we wanted, and there’s still left overs. 

CROWD MEMBER3: Yea, there’s 12 baskets over there full of food.

AMRAM: Left overs?!

(Run towards the baskets)

MERAB: I’m so embarrassed.

LEAH: This is a miracle! Do you know where Jesus went? We’d like to meet him.

CROWD MEMBER1: Oh he left. Rumor has it he went to Jerusalem.

LEAH, MERAB AND AMRAM: Awwww man!

AMRAM: We missed him again. 

CROWD MEMBER1:  Sorry. We were eating and not really paying attention.  He just kind of slipped away.

CROWD MEMBER 2: It’s getting late and we should be headed home.

LEAH: Thanks anyway.

CROWD MEMBER 1: No problem, any time. So we’re done here?

MERAB: Yea, thanks for your help.

AMRAM: And the food!

CROWD MEMBER 3: Alright, lets get going. I heard they’re giving away free knishes at the plaza in Jericho to the first five thousand people there! We better hurry!

AMRAM: Hey guys I think I’m going to go with them. Knishes sounds pretty good right now.  When my stomach speaks, I listen.

LEAH: But you don’t care about Jesus?

AMRAM: I’ll look for him later.

(Amram exits with the crowd; Leah and Merab left alone)

John 4:34 – “’My food,’ said Jesus, ‘is to do the will of him who sent me and to finish his work.’”
John 6:35 – “’I am the bread of life. He who comes to me shall never hunger and he who believes on me shall never thirst.’”

ACT III

SCENE 1 – Leah And Merab Decide To Go To Jerusalem

MERAB: Leah, are you sure want to keep looking for Jesus? It’s just the two of us now.

LEAH: Yes Merab! Haven’t you seen all the things Jesus has done?  The blind can see, the deaf can hear, the lame can walk, people with lifetime illnesses have been healed and the dead have been raised! And even though he can do all these miracles, he still cares about children! He’s not a proud, boastful person, he’s a loving person.  He cares for us. Even our physical needs like food.   He’s full of the love of God.  Isn’t this what the Messiah is supposed to be like? Merab, he’s got to be the Messiah. We’ve got to find him. 

MERAB: Well then let’s go to Jerusalem since that’s where he is.  It’s Passover so we should be there anyway.  I know this really cheap camel taxi service we could use. It’s very comfortable yet so economical. 

SCENE 2 – Crucifixion

Song: Via Dolorosa

(Person holding a sign saying Jerusalem)

MERAB: This isn’t the normal Passover atmosphere in Jerusalem. I wonder what’s going on.  It’s so dreary. 

LEAH: (To a passerby) Excuse me, what’s going on?

PASSERBY: You haven’t heard? They just crucified Jesus of Nazareth.

MERAB: What?!  Why?!

PASSERBY: Rumor has it he claimed to be the Messiah, the King of the Jews.

LEAH: But isn’t he?

PASSERBY: Shhh! That kind of talk can get you killed. We’re under roman rule here. We can’t just crown people king. 

LEAH: I can’t believe it. I have to go see it for myself. Where was he crucified?

PASSERBY: Right outside the city.

LEAH: Come on Merab. We have to go.

MERAB: I really don’t want to go.

LEAH: We have to. Come on.

Isaiah 53:3 – “He was despised and rejected of men, a man of sorrows and acquainted with grief, and we hid as it were our faces from him.  He was despised and we esteemed him not.”

SCENE 3 – At The Cross

LEAH: Pardon me sir, is this where Jesus of Nazareth was crucified?

CENTURIAN: Yes, this is where they crucified him. I’ve never seen anything like it. Truly he is the Son of God.

MERAB: Well what do we do now? It’s over. It’s done. He’s gone.

LEAH: I recognize that woman! (Pointing towards a lady) That’s Mary! Mary! Do you remember us from the Inn back when Jesus was born? I’m Leah and this is Merab.

MARY: Yes, I remember you. It was so long ago.  Things were so different then. 

JEWISH LEADER: You know these people? Are you also one of Jesus’ followers?  Don’t believe all those rumors.  No devout Jewish person would associate themselves with the followers of a condemned blasphemous heretic.  We are going to prepare for the Sabbath just as anyone who is serious about his or her religion will do. If you seek to have any place in this nation, you should do the same.

(Merab turns to leave)

LEAH: Merab where are you going?

MERAB: Leah I can’t do this anymore. I’m a religious woman. I can’t be around someone who is seen as a heretic by our nation. What will people think? What will people say?  What will people do?  Leah, I’m not going to follow a dead man. You can make your own decisions and I’ll make mine. As for me, I’m going home to celebrate the Sabbath and finish up the Passover like everyone else. 

(Merab leaves)

MARY MAGDALENE: It’s getting close to sundown. We have to go inside.

MARY: Leah, Sunday we’re going to go mourn the body. You’re welcome to join us. 

LEAH: Thank you Mary.  I just might do that. I’ve got to sort all this out in my head. I thought for sure he was the Messiah.

MARY MAGDALENE: So did we all. Goodbye.

LEAH: Bye.

(Mary, John and Mary Magdalene leave)

LEAH: What do I do now?

(Curtains close)

SCENE 4 - Resurrection

Luke 24: 5-6 – “Why do you seek the living among the dead? He is not here, but is risen. Remember how he spoke to you when he was still in Galilee saying, ‘The son of man must be delivered into hands of sinful men and be crucified and the third day rise again.’”

LEAH: (Runs onto the scene) I always over sleep when there’s an important event happening.  I’ve got to get to the tomb.

(Mary Magdalene coming off the stage as curtains open; Mary Magdalene and Leah run into each other)

LEAH: Hey! You were with Mary, the mother of Jesus, at the cross.

Jesus… the same baby that was born in my father’s stable who was announced by angels, proclaimed in the stars and worshiped by shepherds and wisemen was the same man who healed the sick and disabled. He loved the children, fed the hungry and raised the dead. He was the same man who died on that cross only three days ago. But he’s not dead anymore, He’s alive! This Jesus is the Son of God! He came to show us God’s love, a love that would even go to death to save us. But now the tomb is empty. There were no rumors at all. Everything I have been told on this journey is true. His resurection proves it. He is more than just a man, he is the Messiah, the savior of the world. I believe. I have to tell my family, I want to tell the whole world that I believe.
